Aquatic plants are categorized based on how they grow. Aquatic plants can be categorized as either floating
plants, submerged plants, emerged plants or algae. Nutrien Solutions can provide and fully support
products to control any of the aquatic weed categories described below.

Floating Plants - Floating plants are not attached to T S P :
the bottom. Floating plants are free floating with leaves u -

floating on the surface and roots extending into the \ ’
water column. Duckweed and water hyacinth are
examples of free-floating aquatic plants.

Submerged plants - Submerged plants are plants

that are rooted to the bottom and grow completely
underwater. Some may have seed heads and/or
flowers that may extend above the water surface, but
the majority of the plant is underwater. Hydrilla, milfoil,
coontail, and pondweeds are good examples of
submerged aquatic plants.

Emergent plants - Emergent plants are rooted in

the soil underwater, but have a large majority of their
leaves, stems and flowers above the water surface.
They are often rigid and erect up through the water
and extend above the water surface. Cattails and
Phragmites are examples of emergent plants. There
are many plants that are rooted in the bottom and
grow to the surface to form floating mats that exhibit
characteristics of both emergent and floating plants.
Examples of these plants are flowering rush, alligator
weed, water primrose and pennywort.

Algae - Algae are primitive plants and are estimated
to have over 17,000 species identified. They are
classified into 3 primary categories: planktonic,
filamentous and branched. Some algae can become
toxic and may lead to negative health effects on
human, animals and aquatic plant communities.
